Guilloché is the decorative engraving of a metal surface, such as watch cases, cufflinks, or the Fabergé Egg, with the use of a hand-

powered device called a rose engine. This passionately researched book tracks the birth, decline, and revival of this endangered 

craft and features exclusive information from the world’s few living professional guillocheurs, as well as an exploration of the 

distinction between guilloché and its forebear, ornamental turning. The word “guilloché” was first used to describe details of 

ancient Greek columns, but the rose engine didn’t appear until the mid-1700s, near the French-Swiss border. With a basic 

knowledge of this contraption, and the straight-line machine, aspiring guillocheurs can follow 19 pattern-cutting “recipes” to 

create several classic designs and discover endless possibilities for new concepts. Authoritative text, gallery and detail 

photographs, dynamic illustrations, and precise, hand-drawn renderings will assist and delight adventurous craftspeople, 

machinists and engineers, and steampunks alike.

In 1942, Ed Vebell landed with the US Army in North Africa and was recruited by Stars & Stripes, the US armed forces newspaper, 

as their official staff artist. Daily, he drew illustrations, and reported on the progress of World War II throughout Europe. This book 

offers a selection of his sketches, drawings, paintings, and photographs from that time, and presents one artist’s view of the war 

from North Africa, through the campaigns in Italy, France, and Germany. After the war, the author spent two weeks with the 

Russians in Berlin, and was then assigned as the courtroom artist during the Nuremberg War Crimes Trials. Along the way are Ed’s 

reminiscences about such personalities as famed war correspondent and artist Bill Mauldin, singers Josephine Baker and Edith 

Piaf, Charles de Gaulle, Gen. Teddy Roosevelt Jr and many others. Ed also reminisces about his two years photographing backstage 

at the Folies Bergere in Paris, as well as his time as an Olympic fencer.

This photojournalistic essay documents one of the last groups of civilians to be drafted into the United States Army in 1972. The 

journey beings at an induction centre in Philadelphia, where recruits swear allegiance to the United States, and undergo physical 

and mental examinations. The focus then shifts to Ft. Jackson, South Carolina, for orientation, haircutting, and the acquisition of 

uniforms and supplies. The balance of the nine-week experience is basic training -- where civilians become soldiers. We observe 

them practicing hand-to-hand combat and marksmanship, and we also see them calling home, writing letters and bonding with 

fellow soldiers. Shortly after these images were taken, the draft officially ended and the all-volunteer army began. All photographs 

are candid. Nothing was set up or posed for the camera, nor was there censorship by the army of any of the images taken for this 

project. 
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
